REVIEW OF N.D.S.H.S. SCHOOL VISION AND VAL UES

BACKGROUND:

A committee was formed based on a recommendation from the Leadership team to review
N.D.S.H.S. School Vision and Values. The committee’s task was to address the perceived
need to establish a common vision and direction within the school. The committee was to
specifically review the ‘School Motto, Vision and Values’. The purpose of this was to provide
an overarching ethical and philosophical framework on which to hang all school policies.

RATIONALE:

The committee has endeavoured to link the historically significant and relevant school motto
“Industry Conquers All”  with the 2008 school vision of “Excellence Through Diversity”
with a set of revised values which are student focussed and based on the Federal
Government’s initiative “Values for Australian Schooling”. The revised sets of values are
designed to update the language of the current values which are ten years old.

ONGOING RENEWAL:
The committee sees the school motto (used since the school's inception in 1963) as
significant and enduring. The school vision and values should be reviewed at least every

five years to ensure that they maintain relevancy for our school community.

REVIEW PROPOSAL:

1. SCHOOL MOTTO - Latin - “Industria Vincit Omnia”
- English - “Industry Conquers All”
2. SCHOOL VISION - “Excellence Through Diversity”

3. Property and Finance - includes Finance, Building and Planning, Technologies,
Maintenance, Fees and Levies etc.

4. Community - includes the notion of building a community eg Pastoral Care,
Behaviour Management, Social Justice, Community Links, Student Protection,
Bullying, Grievance etc.

GAS LAWS STUDIED

Year 11 Chemistry students at Noosa District State High School have recently
started a new topic of work, “Gas Laws”. The students have been discovering the
mathematical relationship between variables such as pressure, volume, temperature
and number of moles. Students have been exposed to a variety of gas laws
including Boyle’s Law, the Combined Gas Law and the Ideal Gas Law. Students
have been performing a number of calculations involving these laws.

Their current assessment topic requires them to research one aspect of gas
chemistry and comment on its production, use and environmental impact. Students
have been accessing scientific journal articles, such as those found in the ‘New
Scientist’ to obtain the latest data and scientific thought surrounding such issues as
global warming and the hole in the ozone layer.

Class discussions have also centred on the workplace health and safety
requirements associated with gas use and production. Links have also been made
between atmospheric gases and particulates and health issues.

YEAR 10 STUDENTS TEST CONSUMER PRODUCTS

Year 10 students at Noosa District State High School have been busy conducting a
number of tests on readily available consumer products. As part of the subject,
“Introduction to Multistrand Science”, students have been learning about the
importance of fair tests for comparability of results.

Class activities have centred on consumer products that the students would
encounter on an almost daily basis. Initial discussions about tissues, toilet paper,
paper towel and facial wipes provided numerous opportunities for students to
differentiate between objective testing (collection of scientific quantitative data) and



subjective testing (opinion-based data). This then linked into discussions of
advertising and promotional tactics to encourage consumerism of a certain product.

After these discussions, the students then participated in a number of “road tests” of
consumer products. In one such activity, three samples of “popper” orange and
mango juice were tasted and students were required to record their description of
each product using subjective testing methods. Each student then rated each juice
sample according to their data. This data was then collated as a class and trends
were identified using percentage calculation and graphical analysis.

Students were then required to use the class data to make recommendations to the
purchasing officer of a local supermarket regarding which brand of orange and
mango juice should be stocked on the shelves. Students also investigated how the
cost of the product may limit consumer buying.

C.S.l. AT NOOSA HIGH

Year 12 Chemistry students are currently studying the unit, “The Chemistry of Crime”, which
relates to forensic science. The students have been involved in discussions and activities
related to crime scene investigation. In a recent lesson, students made a plaster cast of
hand prints or footprints taken from a hypothetical “crime scene” at Noosa High. This then
lead to discussions about the unique features associated with these prints and how suspects
may or may not be able to be eliminated from the criminal investigation.

Students have also been exposed to a number of theoretical case studies involving the
collection of evidence such as fibres, hairs, soil, paint samples, teeth marks and bodily fluids.
Class discussions have centred on the importance of the collection of evidence that could
withstand scrutinization at a legal level. The validity of conclusions drawn was also
discussed.

Students have also been learning about the IUPAC system for naming organic compounds,
such as alkanes, alkanals, alkanones and alkanoic acids. These organic compounds are
often associated with drug analysis and accelerants found at arson scenes. Theory lessons



have incorporated numerous opportunities for students to draw and name complex organic
molecules.

In the 'olden days' children were taught about the Golden Rule - "Always do to others as
you would wish them to do to you if you were in their place.”

This is still a good way to behave nowadays. If you are respectful to others, then you are
more likely to be treated with respect by them.

saying good morning/afternoon if you are walking past an adult who you know
asking if you can borrow something, not just taking
returning things that you have borrowed
saying 'excuse me,' rather than pushing past someone

respect other people.
don't use bad language in school or in public - it is offensive to others.
gueue up quietly and don't push.
put your rubbish into bins, don't leave it for someone else to clean up.
have fun but don't be so loud that you attract the wrong kind of attention.

CYBER BULLYING

Bullying comes in many forms but one of the most sinister forms is through technology (the
internet or mobile phones) in the form of MSM messaging, emails, face book etc.
Psychologist Michael Carr-Greig is a founding member of the national centre for bullying. He
works for Beyond Blue, and he's also been called upon to help counsel the students in the
latest loss of life through cyber bullying. He states that cyber bullying is worse than school
yard bullying as it can continue 24/7. Because the bully doesn’t need to see its victim the
bullying is often more intense, and more frequent and can be far more damaging. Cyber
bullying is difficult to get away from as today’s youth are in many ways so deeply dependent
on their phones and computers to develop or increase their social network, that banning
them would be what the kids would call ‘social death’.

Here are some ideas:

- Talk to your child about bullying — ask them if it has or is happening to them either

face to face or through the mobile or internet. If it is happening act now.

- Supervise your child’s internet and mobile usage (with teenagers this may be more
difficult but as children need 8.25 to 9.25 hrs of good sleep each night encourage the
mobile to be turned off and left outside the bedroom.

- Limit internet usage. Where possible have the computer in a public area)

- Watch for changes in your child’s behaviour — Are they withdrawn or not themselves?
Are they sad/ tearful/angry/ not enjoying things they may have once enjoyed? Is

school work affected? These factors may indicate depression. It may also indicate

that your child is unwell.

- As bullies thrive on secrecy, if you, the parent know about bullying then report it — to

the school or police and ensure follow up with you occurs.

Michael Carr-Greig states that to help children be resilient:

- They need to have an adult in their life who they feel safe with (and will feel

comfortable talking to)

- Children need to learn social and emotional skills — both at home and at school.

- Provide a balanced life for your child — school is one part of their life. Involve them

also in the arts, music, sport, leisure.

- Teach your child to self- talk positively — it's just as easy to say something nice about
yourself as it is to put yourself down

- Provide spiritual awareness — being connected to something/someone that

transcends this world helps with people to cope with problems.

Our host families come in all shapes, sizes, backgrounds and ages. Retired couples,
single parents with or without children, couples with primary school children, couples
with teenagers and a family pet... all can apply to become a host family and all can
benefit in many ways from the exchange experience.

Do the students speak English?

Students have all been tested and speak English well enough to attend classes at a
local school. As with any non-native speaker, there may be a period at the beginning of
the exchange where they need extra help and patience as they get used to speaking
and hearing English.

How are students selected?

Student Exchange Australia works with partner organisations around the world with
which we have long standing relationships. Every new student is interviewed, their
medical and academic records are checked and references are always required.
Students come from over 15 countries, are usually aged between 15 and 18 years old
and their natural parents must have the financial means to support them while on
exchange. Each student comes with a passport and return ticket plus money to cover
personal expenses and school costs.



Why does the program use volunteers?

Student Exchange Australia is a registered, non-profit student exchange organization.
Exchange programs like these depend on the good will of a number of participants.
Volunteers help to look after the students while they are here and provide additional
support services. The combined result is that many more students from around the world
can share in the experience of living and studying in another culture.

What are our responsibilities as a host family?

Your basic responsibility is to welcome the student as a member of your family and to
provide the same care and support you would give to your own children. We ask that
you provide a bed and two to three meals a day. Students assume the normal
responsibilities as a member of your family and are expected to undertake the same
simple chores you would expect your own children to do.

What are the student’s financial responsibilities?

Any school expenses incurred by exchange students are their own responsibility —
school fees, uniforms and all equipment required by the school. Students are expected
to have access to a minimum of $150 to $200 a month to cover personal expenses and
all ongoing school costs. Students are responsible for the cost of all personal telephone
calls they make and internet charges if applicable

Where do the students go to school?

Exchange students will go to the local secondary school in your area. Our local
coordinator will arrange the initial approval after discussion with your family and then we
ask you to assist with finalising the enrolment details when the student arrives.

Can we select our own student and how do we choose?

We will provide you with profiles of students which will include information on their
interests and family background, and a ‘letter’ written to you as a prospective host family.
This will often give you a special insight into the student which will help your decision.
You then make a decision based on the students available.

Do the students have health insurance?
All students have overseas student health insurance cover with the same benefits to the
student as Medicare.

What role does Student Exchange Australia play?

We provide a local coordinator who will live locally. Trained by us, this person provides
support to the host family and the student. Full time staff are available 24 hours a day in
case of an emergency. We arrange transport for the student to the nearest main airport
when they arrive in Australia. We also provide you with handbooks and other information.

Is it really as good as you say?

We're probably biased, but YES! We can have you talk to families who tell us how their
lives changed by participating in student exchange. Having said that we wouldn’t dare
say your semester or year would be without its problems — after all you are welcoming a
teenager into your home. But we find host families cope well and help students through
any problems they have and we are here to support you locally and at the national level.
