SANTINO WINS PIERRE DE COUBERTIN AWARD

Santino Carlos, a Year 12 student at Noosa District State High School, recently travelled to
Brisbane where he was awarded with the 2009 Pierre de Coubertin Award. This nationwide
sports award is named in honour of the famous Frenchman, Pierre de Coubertin, the founder
of the modern Olympic Games. In 1896, Pierre de Coubertin was responsible for the
resurgence of the ancient Olympic ideals and gathered the world together in peace for what
we all know as the Olympics.

To be eligible for this award, Santino was required to achieve
a sound level of achievement or higher in all of his school
subjects as well as being a school representative in at least
three different sports. Santino represented Noosa High in
rugby, athletics and cross country. He was also required to
be a regional representative, and in Santino’s case, he
excelled at athletics. Santino has also been a Queensland
representative in athletics for the past three years.

Additionally, Santino was also required to produce a literary
submission which reflected his thoughts on the modern
Olympic movement. NDSHS is very proud of his achievement
and acknowledges his commitment and efforts in his sport and
academic studies.

"F1 IN SCHOOLS TEAM" LONDON BOUND

Noosa District State High School F1 team "The Bullets" capped off three years of successful
competition in Canberra last November by being named the best Pro Senior F1 team in
Australia.

In recognition of their outstanding achievement they have been invited to form a unique
collaborative partnership with a team of year 11 students from Winnipeg, Manitoba Province,
Canada. The composite team is developing a new F1 car project, bridging 16,000km and a
16 hour time difference, to compete at the London World Championships.

Manufacturing Skills Queensland supported "The Bullets" with over $4,000 to assist the
Queensland FlinSchools Champions from Noosa District State High School attend and
compete in the international finals in the UK in September.

Teacher Mark Presling said, "Not only will The Bullets have a chance to show what they can
do on the world stage, they will also experience a cultural and engineering exchange with
their Canadian counterparts.”

There will be five other collaboration teams competing at the World Championships and for
the first time those teams will be eligible to win the coveted Bernie Ecclestone trophy.

The Bullets must fund travel and accommodation costs to attend the event. The team is still
on the lookout for generous sponsors who may be able to help.

GAS LAWS STUDIED

Year 11 Chemistry students at Noosa District State High School have recently started a new
topic of work, “Gas Laws”. The students have been discovering the mathematical
relationship between variables such as pressure, volume, temperature and number of moles.
Students have been exposed to a variety of gas laws including Boyle's Law, the Combined



Gas Law and the Ideal Gas Law. Students have been performing a number of calculations
involving these laws.

Their current assessment topic requires them to research one aspect of gas chemistry and
comment on its production, use and environmental impact. Students have been accessing
scientific journal articles, such as those found in the ‘New Scientist’ to obtain the latest data
and scientific thought surrounding such issues as global warming and the hole in the ozone
layer.

Class discussions have also centred on the workplace health and safety requirements
associated with gas use and production. Links have also been made between atmospheric
gases and particulates and health issues.

CYBER BULLYING

Bullying comes in many forms but one of the most sinister forms is through technology (the
internet or mobile phones) in the form of MSM messaging, emails, face book etc.
Psychologist Michael Carr-Greig is a founding member of the national centre for bullying. He
works for Beyond Blue, and he's also been called upon to help counsel the students in the
latest loss of life through cyber bullying. He states that cyber bullying is worse than school
yard bullying as it can continue 24/7. Because the bully doesn’t need to see its victim the
bullying is often more intense, and more frequent and can be far more damaging. Cyber
bullying is difficult to get away from as today’s youth are in many ways so deeply dependent
on their phones and computers to develop or increase their social network, that banning
them would be what the kids would call ‘social death’.
Here are some ideas:

Talk to your child about bullying — ask them if it has or is happening to them either

face to face or through the mobile or internet. If it is happening act now.

Supervise your child’s internet and mobile usage (with teenagers this may be more

difficult but as children need 8.25 to 9.25 hrs of good sleep each night encourage the

mobile to be turned off and left outside the bedroom.

Limit internet usage. Where possible have the computer in a public area)

Watch for changes in your child’s behaviour — Are they withdrawn or not themselves?

Are they sad/ tearful/angry/ not enjoying things they may have once enjoyed? Is

school work affected? These factors may indicate depression. It may also indicate

that your child is unwell.

As bullies thrive on secrecy, if you, the parent know about bullying then report it — to

the school or police and ensure follow up with you occurs.

Michael Carr-Greig states that to help children be resilient:

They need to have an adult in their life who they feel safe with (and will feel

comfortable talking to)

Children need to learn social and emotional skills — both at home and at school.

Provide a balanced life for your child — school is one part of their life. Involve them

also in the arts, music, sport, leisure.

Teach your child to self- talk positively — it's just as easy to say something nice about

yourself as it is to put yourself down

Provide spiritual awareness — being connected to something/someone that

transcends this world helps with people to cope with problems.
